Torun Orchestras, The Hallé, Silesian Philharmonic or Filharmonia Sudecka. 
She has also taken part in productions with the Nederlandse Reisopera 
and the Teatr Wielki Poznań to name a few. 
 
Agata has collaborated with distinguished international orchestras such as the BBC Philharmonic,

Orchestra. 

Ms. Zając has been awarded with numerous invitations to prestigious international competitions 
and auditions. In early 2023, she won 2nd prize and the audience vote at the prestigious Siemens 
Hallé International Conductors Competition. Additionally, she received special distinctions at the 
Malta International Conducting Masterclass & Competition (2018) and at the International 
Conducting Competition Città di Brescia (2021).
