Zauberflöte Leila Les pêcheurs de perles and Gilda Rigoletto with 
Palm Beach Opera, next to her performances on the home stage 
of Mariinsky Theatre, Saint Petersburg as Zerbinetta Ariadne auf 
Naxos, the title role Lucia di Lammermoor, Olympia Les Contes 
d’Hoffmann among others.  
Future season she debuts with Houston Grand Opera, Seattle 
Opera and Beijing Music Festival. 
In the recent season she made her debut at the Dutch National 
Opera as Gilda Rigoletto, return to Deutsche Oper Berlin as both 
Gilda Rigoletto and Lucia Lucia di Lammermoor, debut at the 
Metropolitan Opera, Bayerische Staatsoper, Semperoper 
Dresden and Opera Hong Kong, all as Königin der Nacht Die 
Zauberflöte.
