He began his career as a répétiteur and later served as
Musical Coordinator at Teatro de la Zarzuela in Madrid from 2000 o

companies and choreographers.

Coves has appeared at renowned venues including Semperoper

His recordings include chamber music by Rodolfo Halffter (Naxos), La
verbena de la Paloma (Decca), and the complete guitar concertos
of Federico Moreno Torroba with Pepe Romero and Vicente Coves.

He has collaborated with orchestras such as Staatskapelle Dresden,
Orchestre Philharmonique de Monte-Carlo, Orchestra Sinfonica di
Milano “LaVerdi”, Buenos Aires Philharmonic, and Madrid Symphony
Orchestra.
